Matthew’s Gospel 5:14-16 tells us that we are the light of the 
world. We are to let our light shine before others that they will 
see what we do and how we praise our Father in heaven. 

As Yvonne, our guest speaker last week also encouraged, 
when we allow the Holy Spirit to fill us and change us inside, 
the light of God shines  out of us like a beacon.   

For Jewish people in Jesus’ day the theme of the ‘light of the 
world’ was very well known and usually interpreted as a          
reference to Israel’s task of proving to the nations that Yahweh 
reigned over all. The mission of Jesus’ disciples is to promote 
God’s saving light.  

We may be experiencing our own struggles and may state that  
we have our own issues to deal with so how can we help      
someone else.  But we are often given challenges to help us 
grow so we can offer someone else our understanding,         
compassion and empathy—a listening ear.   

Remember the old saying—it is better to give than receive.  
Think back to when you did reach out to someone even though 
you were not feeling particularly joyful.  Did you feel freer and 
more joyful afterwards knowing you reached out in love? 

As disciples of Jesus we have the responsibility of sharing our 
faith to others.   

Jesus is the Way, the Truth and the Life—no one comes to 
the Father but by Him.  

The Holy Spirit prompts us and provides all that we need to do 
this—He gives us the words.
